SUBJECT: 2024 Dust Control

Attached, please find a proposed contract for the 2024 dust palliative and stabilization
program in the amount of approximately $37k.

I am recommending that GHT proceed with a contract through Michigan Chloride Sales,
LLC from St. Louis, Michigan, which is the same firm utilized since 2009, at the application rate of
$3,000 gallons per miles for all three treatments.

In brief, the proposed agreement is a continuation of what GHT did over the past twelve
years with the use of mineral well brine solution, which contains total chlorides of about 26%, for
gravel road dust control. The mineral well brine would be applied with an 8' strip down each side of
the road and an additional third 8' strip down the middle of the road with an application rate of 1,000
gallons per strip or 3,000 gallons per mile.

Further, this would be done three (3) times — late April, late June, and late August (i.e., about
every 60 days). GHT has received virtually no complaints regarding the level of dust control or the
program’s efficacy since the Township began to use this approach in 2009.

If the Board agrees with the recommendation, the following motion can be offered:
Move to authorize the Township Superintendent to execute an agreement with
Michigan Chloride Sales, LLC for three applications of a mineral well brine

solution for gravel road dust control at an application rate of 3,000 gallons per
mile. The total cost of the program is estimated at $36,870.

2024 DUST SUPPRESSION CONTRACT

WITNESS, this Agreement between GRAND HAVEN CHARTER TOWNSHIP whose
offices are located at 13300 168" Ave., Grand Haven, Michigan 49417 (“Township”) and
MICHIGAN CHLORIDE SALES, LLC of 402 West Jackson Road, St. Louis, Michigan, 48880
(‘GMCS”).

RECITALS

1. The Township has requested quotes for dust palliative and stabilization on the 17.81 miles of
gravel roads within the Township’s boundaries for the 2024 summer season. (See attached
map — Exhibit A.)

2. MCS has presented a proposal for the Grand Haven Charter Township dust palliative and
stabilization project.

3. The parties are desirous of entering into a formal agreement based upon the work to be
performed and the prices contained in the attached accepted proposal.

AGREEMENT

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants as hereinafter set forth, the parties hereby
agree as follows:

1. Work. MCS shall apply a mineral well brine solution that contains a total chloride level of
approximately 26% in such concentration and frequency as follows:

a. An initial application of the mineral well brine solution on continuous spread
consisting of an 8' strip down each side of the road with a third 8' strip down the
middle with an application rate of 1,000 gallons per strip or 3,000 gallons per mile.
This initial application would be applied during the week of April 22™. (The
estimated cost of this application would be approximately $12,289 @ $0.23 per
gallon.)

b. A second additional application of the mineral well brine solution on continuous
spread consisting of an 8' strip down each side of the road with a third 8' strip down
the middle with an application rate of 1,000 gallons per strip or 3,000 gallons per
mile. This second application would be applied during the week of June 17", (The
estimated cost of this application would be approximately $12,289 @, 30.23 per
gallon.)

c. A third application of the mineral well brine solution on continuous spread consisting
of an &' strip down each side of the road with a third 8' strip down the middle with an
application rate of 1,000 gallons per strip or 3,000 gallons per mile. This third
application would be applied during the week of August 19, (The estimated cost of
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this application would be approximately $12,289 @ $0.23 per gallon.)

The work to be performed under this contract shall be executed during the summer season of
2024 commencing no earlier than the week of April 22" and completed no later than the
week of August 19" unless previously approved by the Township Superintendent.

Cost. The Township shall pay separately for each for application based upon a per gallon
proposal previously provided.

Permits. MCS shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary permits from the Ottawa
County Road Commission (“OCRC”) to allow MCS to work within the various road rights
of way in the Township.

Roads Covered. MCS shall provide treatment for approximately 17.81 miles of gravel roads
within the Township. The Township reserves the right to exclude from treatment any roads
that are scheduled for paving or other maintenance during 2024. The Township shall
provide a map (Exhibit A) of said roads to MCS; which map may be adjusted from time to
time.

Grading. All treatment shall be applied after grading of the roads by the OCRC. It shall be
the sole responsibility of MCS to coordinate treatment with the OCRC’s grading schedules
to insure that all roads are graded prior to treatment.

Insurance. Upon demand from the Township, MCS shall provide proof of insurance
coverage naming the Township and the OCRC as additional insured. The insurance
coverage shall be in an amount not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for public
liability, casualty, and property damage; and Michigan No-Fault or equivalent vehicle
coverage of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00). MCS shall file a copy of such
proof of insurance with the Township before work may commence.

Environmental and Indemnification. MCS shall comply with all government laws, rules, and
regulations with regard to the handling of all chemicals or other substances, which may be
determined to be hazardous substances. MCS shall be fully responsible for all loss or
damage, including restoration, occasioned by the use of any chemicals or other hazardous
substances or agents. Further, MCS shall indemnify and hold the Township harmless from
all loss or damage, now or in the future, resulting from the performance of the work
hereunder including, but not limited to, the use of any chemicals, substances or agents.

Compliance. MCS shall comply with all laws, rules, and regulations of any governmental
unit or agency having jurisdiction over the nature, type, and location of the work performed
under this Agreement.

Miscellaneous. Neither this contract nor any rights under it may be assigned or any duty
delegated without the prior written consent of a non-assigning or non-delegating party. Any
attempt to assign or delegate rights or duties without prior written consent shall be void. This
contract shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties hereto and their
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respective successors and permitted assigns.

All notices and other documents to be served and transmitted hereunder shall be in writing
and addressed to the respective parties hereto at the addresses stated on page 1 of this contract or at
such other address or addresses as shall be specified by the parties hereto from time to time and may
be served or transmitted in person, electronically, or by ordinary or certified mail properly addressed
and with sufficient postage affixed.

This is an integrated contract. It contains the full understanding of the parties and supercedes
all other understandings, agreements, or conditions, written or oral, regarding the subject matter of
this contract. This contract has been executed in the State of Michigan and should be governed by
Michigan law except as to matters pertaining to choice of law. The waiver of any party hereto of a
breach or violation of any provision of this contract shall not be a waiver of any subsequent breach
of the same or any other provision of this contract. If any section or provision of this contract is
unenforceable for any reason, the unenforceability thereof shall not impair the remainder of this
contract, which shall remain in full force and effect.

It is contemplated that this contract will be executed in multiple counterparts, all of which
together shall be deemed to be one contract. The captions in this contract are for convenience only
and shall not be considered as part of this contract or in any way to amplify or modify the terms and
provisions hereof. This contract shall be enforceable only by the parties hereto and their successors
in interest by virtue of an assignment which is not prohibited under the terms of this Agreement and
no other person shall have the right to enforce any of the provisions contained herein. All exhibits
attached hereto are incorporated herein by reference as though fully stated herein.

No amendment, modification, or waiver shall be effective unless in writing and signed by
both parties. All rights and remedies set forth in this contract are cumulative and are in addition to

any other legal or equitable rights and remedies.

SUBJECT: FY 2024 Street Resurfacing
As you may recall, the FY 2024 Budget contained a total of $900k for street resurfacing to
supplement the work of the Ottawa County Road Commission (OCRC).

The proposed list of road paving for 2024 is estimated at $925,885* (*estimates have historically
been higher than actual project costs) and includes the following:

TOTALS 3.625 miles $925,885

Eleven (11) of these twelve (12) subdivision roadways being resurfaced are rated "5" on the
10-point PASER scale (i.e., “Fair”). The remaining one (1) subdivision roadway (i.e., Lake
Avenue) being resurfaced is rated "4" on the 10-point PASER scale (i.e., “Poor”).

A total of 3.625 miles of bituminous resurfacing will occur under this plan. (Recall that the
Township has about 108.3 miles of roadways with about 41.6 of these miles being subdivision



streets.)

Since 1987, the Ottawa County Road Commission imposed 100% of the financial
responsibility associated with subdivision resurfacing to the Townships and/or residents. For 2024,
Grand Haven Township will resurface about 8.7% of all subdivision streets.

These are pre-bid estimates, and the actual paving cost is typically less| than the pre-bid
estimate.

Based upon the OCRC bid price and the Township's 2023 financial audit, the Township may
be able to add additional streets in April/May. To proceed forward with these road improvement
projects, the following motion can be offered:

Move to approve the Township to fund the re-surfacing of approximately 3.625
miles of streets and for the Township Superintendent to execute the Project
Estimate agreement with the Ottawa County Road Commission at an estimated
pre-bid estimate of $926k.

Aden Brink

Brink has always been drawn toward a deep sense of purpose in helping people. He is an individual who
likes to learn and grow, and he hopes to find being a firefighter satisfying all three needs. Brink believes
it is important to hold yourself accountable and take ownership in the things you do. Brink describes
himself as determined, easy to talk with and an overall good communicator. The Township will provide
Brink with training to become a qualified firefighter.

Owen Vandervelde

Vandervelde grew up in California surrounded by family and friends who were firefighters, and he wants
to find a way to connect with the community. Vandervelde recently moved to the area from Ontario
Canada where he attended high school and college. Vandervelde describes himself as having a strong
work ethic and is adaptable with great interpersonal skills. Vandervelde grew up playing hockey where
he learned the importance of teamwork. The Township will provide Vandervelde with training to
become a qualified firefighter.

Time Firefighters for Grand Haven Charter Township must be approved by the full Township Board. To

BACKGROUND

The applicant, Karl Chapel, is requesting to rezone a 4.47-acre portion of his 41-acres located at
12853 160" Ave. (Parcel No. 70-07-04-400-008), from Agricultural (AG) to Rural Residential (RR).

The request to rezone to RR sets the minimum lot area at 45,000 square feet and a 150-feet lot width
per Section 2.08 of the Zoning Ordinance, for which the proposed division is compliant. The
applicant has expressed a desire to divide the property to build a single-family residential building.
The applicant does not want to rezone the entire Agricultural property to Rural Residential and
therefore has submitted a conditional rezoning request, included in the meeting packet. This would
condition the division of the property on approval of the rezoning.

The rezoning application was tested against the “Three

As the owner of 12853 160" Avenue (Parcel #70-07-04-400-008), I am requesting the Township consider a rezone
of the southwest portion of the overall property to Rural Residential. The requested zoning is in line with the
master plan for the area. The proposed rezone will allow for the construction of a single family dwelling on the
rezoned property.

The portion of the of the overall property that is proposed to be rezoned is legally described as follows:

PARCEL TO BE REZONED: Part of the Southeast 1/4 of Section 10, Town 7 North, Range 16 West, Grand
Haven Township, Ottawa County, Michigan, described as: Commencing at the Southeast corner of said Section;
thence N00°16'46"E 50.00 feet; thence N89°20'15"W 1030.68 feet parallel with the South line of said Section to the
Point of Beginning; thence N00°12'32"E 650.02 feet parallel with the West line of the Southeast 1/4 of the Southeast
1/4 of said Section; thence N89°20'15"W 300.01 feet; thence S00°12'32"W 650.02 feet along said West line; thence

The following conditions are being offered as part of the rezone request:

1). Pending rezone of the southwest portion of the overall property, a land split will be requested to create a
separate lot for the rezoned property. The legal description of the proposed land split will be as described
above.

2). The property that is rezoned and split off will be used only for a single family residence and potentially
accessory structures related to the single family use, as may be permitted under the RR zoning district.

CONDITIONAL ZONING AGREEMENT

This Agreement is between Grand Haven Charter Township, a Michigan charter township,
at 13300 — 168™ Avenue, Grand Haven, Michigan 49417 (the “Township”) and the Karl Chapel
Trust, 16159 Ferris Street, Grand Haven, Michigan 49417 (the “Owner”).

This Agreement is based upon the following facts.

A. The Township has adopted the Grand Haven Charter Township Zoning Ordinance
(the “Zoning Ordinance”), which includes the Grand Haven Charter Township Zoning Map (the
“Zoning Map”).

B. The Owner owns property located at 12853 160™ Avenue, Parent Parcel Number
70-07-04-400-008 (the “Property”).

C. The Property is included in the Agricultural District of the Zoning Map, but it is
master planned for Rural Residential.

D. The Owner has asked to rezone a part of the Property, resulting in a portion of the
Property being zoned in the Rural Residential District, and the remainder of the Property being in
the Agricultural District.

E. The portion of the Property to be rezoned to the Rural Residential District is legally
described on Exhibit A (the “Rezoned Parcel”).

F. The portion of the Property to remain zoned in the Agricultural District is legally
described on Exhibit B (the “Remainder Parcel”).

G. Under Section 405 of Public Act 110 of the Public Acts of 2006, as amended, a
landowner may voluntarily offer in writing, and a township may approve, certain conditions which
attach to a rezoning of property in that township.

H. The Owner has submitted a voluntary offer to engage in zoning under Section 405.

THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows.



Section 1. Rezoning. The Township has adopted a Zoning Map Amendment
Ordinance (the “Amendment Ordinance”), rezoning the Rezoned Parcel to the Rural Residential
District, contingent on this Agreement taking effect. This Agreement is contingent upon the
Amendment Ordinance taking effect and remaining valid. The Remainder Parcel will not be
rezoned.

Section 2. Condition of Rezoning. Rezoning the Rezoned Parcel to the Rural
Residential District shall be conditioned upon the Owner, and any subsequent owners of the
Rezoned Parcel, complying with the following conditions:

a) Pending rezone of the southwest portion of the overall property, a
land split will be requested to create a separate lot for the rezoned
property [the Rezoned Parcel]. The legal description of the
proposed land split will be as described above [on Exhibit A].

b) The property that is rezoned and split off [the Rezoned Parcel] will
be used only for a single family residence and potentially accessory
structures related to the single family use, as may be permitted under
the RR [Rural Residential] zoning district.

Section 3. Township Findings. The Township finds that the Rezoned Parcel should be
rezoned to the Rural Residential District. That rezoning would be compatible with surrounding
area, it would be consistent with the Master Plan, and it would fit the purpose of the Rural
Residential District as stated in Section 6.01 of the Zoning Ordinance.

Section 4. Compliance. The development of the Rezoned Parcel pursuant to this
Agreement shall be subject to compliance with all Federal, State, County, and Township laws and
ordinances.

Section 5. Binding Nature of This Agreement. The Owner acknowledges that this
Agreement will run with the Rezoned Parcel and will be binding upon successor owners of the
Rezoned Parcel.

Section 6. Recording of This Agreement. The Township and the Owner acknowledge
that this Agreement shall be recorded by the Township with the Ottawa County Register of Deeds.

Section 7. Violation of This Agreement by the Owners. If the Owner violates any
provision of this Agreement, that violation shall constitute a violation of the Zoning Ordinance
and shall be subject to legal enforcement action and judicial abatement action as provided by law.

Section 8. Acknowledgment by the Owners. The Owner acknowledges that no permit
or approval shall be granted under the Zoning Ordinance for any use or development that is
contrary to this Agreement.

Section 9. Reversion of Zoning. If the condition in Section 2 is not satisfied during
the term of this Agreement, then the Rezoned Parcel shall be reconsidered for rezoning back to the




Agricultural District. The reconsideration of this conditional rezoning shall be initiated by the
Township Board, which shall request that the Planning Commission hold a public hearing on the
rezoning of the Rezoned Parcel and make a recommendation to the Township Board. The
procedure for considering and accomplishing this rezoning shall be the same as applies to all other
rezoning requests.

Section 10.  Subsequent Rezoning of the Properties. If the Rezoned Parcel is
subsequently rezoned to a different zoning classification or to the Rural Residential District but
subject to the terms of a different agreement or no agreement at all, the terms of this Agreement
shall cease to be in effect. Upon the request of the owners of the Rezoned Parcel at the time, the
Township shall record with the Ottawa County Register of Deeds a notice that this Agreement is
no longer in effect.

Section 11.  Amendment of this Agreement. This Agreement may be amended in the
same manner that the Rezoned Parcel was rezoned to the Rural Residential District pursuant to the
terms of this Agreement.

Section 12.  Township’s Right to Rezone. Nothing in this Agreement shall prohibit the
Township from rezoning all or any portion of the Rezoned Parcel to another zoning classification.
Any such rezoning shall be conducted in compliance with the Zoning Ordinance and applicable
law.

Section 13.  Miscellaneous. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding
upon the parties and their respective heirs, personal representatives, members, assigns, and
successors. All notices and other documents to be served or transmitted shall be in writing and
addressed to the respective parties at the addresses stated on Page 1 of this Agreement or such
other address or addresses as shall be specified by the parties from time to time, and may be served
or transmitted in person or by ordinary or certified mail properly addressed with sufficient postage.
This Agreement has been executed in the State of Michigan and shall be governed by Michigan
law. The waiver by any party of a breach or violation of any provision of this Agreement shall not
be a waiver of any subsequent breach or violation of the same or any other provision of this
Agreement. If any section or provision of this Agreement is unenforceable for any reason, the
unenforceability shall not impair the remainder of this Agreement, which shall remain in full force
and effect. This Agreement represents the entire understanding and agreement between parties,
and all prior understandings and agreements are specifically merged in this Agreement. The
captions in this Agreement are for convenience only and shall not be considered as part of this
Agreement or in any way amplifying or modifying its terms and provisions.

BACKGROUND

Township Staff have been working to draft language encompassing minor changes to the Zoning
Ordinance that have resulted from commentary expressed by the Planning Commission, Township
Board, and the general Public this year since the adoption of the new Ordinance. Both a copy of
the proposed ordinance, and a redline version, are included in the meeting packet.

#1 — MICROBREWERY AS SLU IN C-1 DISTRICTS

The Ordinance would be revised to allow Microbreweries as Special Land Uses in C-1 Districts
with the levying of the same Special Land Use standards regulating their impact on Industrial-
zoned property.

2.09 shall be amended as follows:

Commercial AG RP RR R-1 R-2 C-1 C-2 I-1 Standards
Uses

Microbrewery S P S 12.30

Implications:
v A singular text amendment regarding Microbreweries would create consistency

within the Zoning Ordinance regarding other small-scale alcohol facilities

#2 — STORMWATER SYSTEM LANDSCAPING

The Ordinance would be revised to allow for steeper slopes on designed stormwater facilities.
4.02.(A)(3) shall be amended in its entirety as follows:

3) Stormwater System Landscaping. Retention, detention and the overall
stormwater system shall be designed to create the appearance of a natural



pond or feature including gentle or varying side slopes, irregular shapes,
water tolerant grasses and seed mixes at the bottom of the pond/basin;
appropriate flowers, shrubs and grasses along the banks based on
environment (wet, dry, sedimentation basin v. pond) to improve views, filter
runoff and enhance wildlife habitat. The side slope down to the permanent
water level, or the bottom of the basin in the case there is no permanent
water, shall be no steeper than 4:1. The side slope from the permanent water
level to the bottom of the basin shall be no steeper than 3:1. Where there is
a permanent water level, all basins that are deeper than three feet shall have
a safety bench, of at least 10-feet in width with a slope no greater than 10:1
for that portion. In those cases the depth of the basin shall not exceed 10-
feet except upon determination of the Planning Commission that an
increased depth is necessary for the function of the pond/basin. The
following species shall be used for plantings, although other species may be
permitted by the Planning Commission.

Figure 4-1: Stormwater System Landscaping
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Implications:
v" Remains consistent with state and federal stormwater management recommendations

v' Ponds may be in smaller areas of the site while still meeting the OCWRC standards for
stormwater holding volume

v’ Safety is increased in the case of deep ponds by minimizing trespass

v’ A greater area of the site may be developed.

#3 — FENCE MATERIAL OUTDOOR STORAGE

The Ordinance would be revised to allow for other permitted fence screening materials for outdoor
storage yards. Special Land Use and US-31 Character Overlay Zone requirements would still
supersede these items in the event of a conflict.

4.02(B)(1) shall be amended as follows:

(1) Refuse containers, or other permitted outdoor storage areas shall be screened by a
wood, decorative metal, masonry solid wall or live conifer landscape material which is
at least six (6) feet in height, or one (1) foot above the object which it is screening,
whichever is greater. Live landscape materials shall be narrow evergreen trees planted
no more than three (3) feet apart. All enclosures other than those that utilize live conifer



material must have an opaque gate constructed from metal or wood (chain link with
obscuring fabric or slats shall be prohibited).

Implication:
v" The Zoning Ordinance is set up such that in the event of conflicting language the more

strict requirement takes precedence — i.e. US-31 Character Overlay Standards supersede
Special Land Use Requirements, which supersede general requirements. Given this
condition, this proposed amendment would allow decorative metal panels in the general
requirement, thereby allowing them to also be utilized as a material in the more specific
requirements subject to additional standards.

#4 — PARKING AND DRIVE AISLE WIDTH

The Ordinance would be revised to allow for flexibility regarding required vehicular maneuvering
as distinct from parking.

Section 5.07(B) shall be amended as follows:

(B)  Plans for the layout of off-street parking facilities shall be in accord with the
following table. A site may be permitted to deviate from the maximum facility sizes
upon determination by the Planning Commission that the expanded parking facility
is necessary for the efficient operation of the use or required maneuvering of
vehicles.

Implications:
v" Paved areas may increase or decrease upon determination that it is necessary for maneuvering

v Planning Commission has increased discretion regarding such matters, taking each site on a
case-by-case basis

v’ Parking spaces and maneuvering aisles would be given more flexibility, dependent upon
satisfactory demonstration of the need.

#5 — BUILDING ADDITIONS IN THE US-31 CHARACTER OVERLAY ZONE

The Ordinance would be revised to allow existing buildings to utilize consistent materials in an
addition; compliant materials would only be required in publicly visible areas.

8.11(A)(3)(d)(ii) shall be amended as follows:

(ii)  Existing Buildings. Existing commercial, office or institutional buildings
that do not comply with the above requirements may continue to use
materials that do not conform to this section, including on additions or
expansions.

Implications:
v' Existing buildings that expand would be able to maintain noncompliant aesthetic

standards in portions of the property that are not publicly visible.



v" In portions of the property that are visible, those areas would have to include
compliant materials.

#6 — SCREENING FOR OVERHEAD DOORS

The Ordinance would be revised to allow for landscaping to be used to screen overhead doors that
are located in the side-yard of properties_located within the US-31 Character Overlay Zone.

8.12(G) shall be amended as follows:

(G) Loading and Service Bay Doors. Loading and service bay doors shall not
face a public street. Such doors shall be in the rear of the site. Where this is
not practical, location on the side may be permitted as long as additional
walls or landscape screening is provided, and/or such areas are recessed, to
minimize the negative visual impact by determination of the Planning
Commission.

Implications:
v Eliminates a double-redundancy (i.e. wall and planting screening) in favor of
flexibility and demonstration that species will be able to screen the overhead doors
year-round

#7 — CHICKENS ON PLATTED PROPERTY

is met.

1. Applicants for lots in platted subdivisions (other than assessor’s plats
and supervisor’s plats) or site condominiums are subject to the
following application standards.

i. Once a completed application form has been submitted to the
Community Development Director or their designee, the
Township shall within ten (10) business days send written notice
of the application for a permit to keep chickens to the property
owners and occupants of all adjacent real properties. For this
section, “adjacent real properties” shall include all properties
that share a common lot line with the subject property as well as
those that share a common corner point.

(d) Chickens must be provided with and kept within a covered enclosure at all
times. Chickens shall not be allowed to roam the lot or any other property.

(e) The enclosed area where the chickens are kept shall be located within the
rear yard and shall be setback at least twenty (20) feet from any side or rear
lot line.

() The enclosed area where the chickens are kept shall be maintained in a clean
and neat manner at all times.

(2) Materials used to construct the enclosed area shall exclude tarps, plastic,
fabric, rubber, paper, cardboard, or other non-traditional building materials.

(h) Chicken feed must be kept in rodent-proof, sealed containers.

Implications:
v’ Traditional subdivisions (including older platted ones) would allow for the raising of

chickens, provided there is not a restrictive covenant in place which the Township

would not police but rather advise applicants to inquire with their HOA.

Adjacent property owners would be able to provide consent or raise objection.

The notification process would occur in a similar process to how the Township sends

public notices for public hearings.

v Does not have any impact on Right to Farm nor Site Selection Category 4 GAAMPs
which allow for local government oversight.

#9 — CHILD CARE STATE DEFINITIONS

Implications:

v Exclusively a series of text amendments which precipitated from a review of the
July/August 2023 Michigan Planner article, “Pairing Your Local Plan and
Ordinance with the State of Michigan’s Child Care Licensing Requirements.” This
would bring the Zoning Ordinance into compliance with the State’s increased
capacities for group child care and family child care legislation passed in June, 2022
HB5041.

Section 6. Screening for Overhead Doors in the US-31 Overlay Zone. Section 8.12.G of
the Grand Haven Charter Township Zoning Ordinance shall be amended as follows (the rest of
Section 8.12 shall remain unchanged).

Lots over two (2) acres may have an additional chicken per quarter of an acre (0.25 acres),
up to 15 chickens. In calculating the permitted number of birds, the number of acres shall
be rounded down to the nearest tenth of an acre.

1. Appllcants for lots in platted subdivisions (other than assessor’s plats and
supervisor’s plats) or site condominiums are subject to the following applieation
standards.

A. Once a completed application form has been submitted to the Community
Development Director or their designee, the Township shall within ten
(10) business days send written notice of the application for a permit to
keep chickens to the property owners and occupants of all adjacent real
properties. For this section, “adjacent real properties” shall include all
properties that share a common lot line with the subject property as well
as those that share a common corner point.

B. If the Community Development Director or their designee receives an
objection to the issuance of a permit from any person required to be
notified of the permit application, within fifteen (15) days from mailing
the written notice of the permit application, then the permit shall not be
granted. The applicant will be notified of the permit denial by the
Community Development Director or their designee within ten 10
business days of the objection.

C. If the Community Development Director or their designee receives no
objections to the issuance of the permit from the adjacent property owners
within the notice period then they shall review and process the permit
application subject to the standards of this section.

b) Roosters shall not be permitted.
c) The slaughtering of any chicken is prohibited.




d) Chickens must be provided with and kept within a covered enclosure at all times. Chickens
shall not be allowed to roam the lot or any other property.

e) The enclosed area where the chickens are kept shall be located within the rear yard and
shall be setback at least twenty-20)-five (5) feet from the principal residence and any side
or rear lot line and shall be located twenty-five (25) feet from any dwelling on an adjacent
lot.

f) The enclosed area where the chickens are kept shall be maintained in a clean and neat
manner at all times.

g) Materials used to construct the enclosed area shall exclude tarps, plastic, fabric, rubber,
paper, cardboard, or other non-traditional building materials.

h) Chicken feed must be kept in rodent-proof, sealed containers.

Section 8. Child Care Center Definition. Section 21.02.A.23.a of the Grand Haven Charter
Township Zoning Ordinance shall be amended as follows (the rest of Section 21.02.A.23.shall
remain unchanged).

RE: Spongy Moth Spraying

Spongy moths (formerly called gypsy moths) have declined in most parts of Michigan due to
the naturally occurring Bt bacterium. That said, there remain pockets where the infestations
are still significant ... and, unfortunately, it appears that the Township has “pockets” located in
and around Hofma Preserve.

The State of Michigan notes that oaks or other hardwood trees that are defoliated by spongy
moth caterpillars may look as if the trees are dead but they typical “re-flush.” The spongy moth
infestations typically last no more than two years before the population of the spongy moths
collapse due to the naturally occurring Bt bacterium, however the Township has areas in their
third year of infestation.

Aquatic Consulting Solutions completed a survey of the most defoliated areas of the Township,
earlier this fall, and identified 3,154 acres they recommend for spraying. The spraying was put
out for bid to the four certified aerial pesticide sprayers in Michigan and we received one bid
from Hamiliton Helicopter at $48.40 per acre, which is lower than we anticipated. Our
consultant reviewed the bid to confirm all the necessary components such as the formula of the
Bacillus Thuringiensis Kurstaki (B.t.k.) that will be sprayed, and the type of rotary nozzles being
used. Aquatic Consulting Services will work with the vendor who will conduct the spraying to
assure the necessary areas are covered.

If the Board agrees to the spraying, the following motion can be offered:

Move to approve Hamilton Helicopters to spray 3154 acres at a total cost of $153,282.80
and instructs staff to make this change in the first quarter budget amendment.

RE: Ambulance Contract Fourth Amendment Agreement

Representatives from the area municipalities met with Trinity Health North Ottawa EMS last
November to discuss the continuation of ambulance services provided. Overall, the communities
agreed that the ambulance services received from Trinity Health EMS (TH/EMS) are better than
what other West Michigan companies can provide. There was also a strong desire to renew the
contract with two small changes.

» When area fire departments provide an EMT or Paramedic to drive the
ambulance to the Hospital, communities would invoice TH/EMS $100.00 per
hour (i.e., an increase from $40.00 per hour) to cover personnel, equipment, and
transportation costs. This only happens when TH/EMS cannot provide two
emergency providers on the ambulance.

» TH/EMS is changing how often continuing EMS education is offered — from
every month to once a quarter.

Staff recommends that the Board renew the EMS ambulance contract with North Ottawa
Community Hospital — now known as Trinity Health Grand Haven Hospital. This agreement will
expire on December 31, 2025.

If the Board supports the Ambulance Oversight Committee’s recommendation, the following
motion could be offered:

FOURTH AMENDMENT TO EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This FOURTH AMENDMENT TO EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES
AGREEMENT (this “Amendment”) is effective as of the last dated signature contained below
(the “Amendment Effective Date”) by and between North Ottawa Community Hospital now
known as Trinity Health Grand Haven Hospital (“the Hospital™); and the City of Ferrysburg, City
of Grand Haven, Village of Spring Lake, Grand Haven Charter Township, Spring Lake Township,
Robinson Township, and Crockery Township (“Municipalities”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Hospital and Municipalities previously entered into a five year
Emergency Medical Services Agreement effective January 1, 2013 (the “Agreement”);

WHEREAS, this Agreement had a scheduled termination date of December 31, 2017;

WHEREAS, the Hospital and Municipalities engaged in negotiations to amend the
Agreement to extend its term and revise its provisions through the First Amendment, the Second
Amendment, and the Third Amendment;

WHEREAS, the Hospital and Municipalities are now desirous of again amending and
extending the Agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of
which is mutually acknowledged, the parties agree as follows.

1. Unaffected Terms. All terms and conditions of the Agreement not otherwise
revised by the First Amendment, the Second Amendment, the Third Amendment,
or this Fourth Amendment shall be extended and remain in full force and effect.
Where there exists a conflict between the First, Second, Third, and Fourth
Amendments and the Agreement, the Amendments shall control. Where there
exists a conflict between the First, Second, Third, and Fourth Amendments, the
later amendment shall control.

2. Section 2.3 (Primary Term and Renewal) is amended, as follows:

Section 2.3. Primary Term and Renewal. The latest term of this Agreement shall
begin on the Effective Date of this Fourth Amendment, and will terminate on
December 31, 2025. During the term of this Agreement, the Hospital and
Municipalities may mutually agree to re-open negotiations to address any other
issues they wish to discuss. However, any one (1) or more of the Municipalities or
the Hospital may provide written notice to all of the other parties to the Agreement
of a desire to terminate the Agreement during its term; in that event, the Agreement
shall terminate one (1) year after the written notice has been sent by the terminating
party to all of the other parties to this Agreement.




Section 3.8 (Mutual Aid Plan) isamended by replacing the last paragraph with
the following language:

Copies of the Mutual Aid Plans are attached as Exhibit C. If the Hospital
determines that it may not be able to meet the established minimum standards set
forth in Section 3.4, the Hospital shall immediately request mutual aid that can be
provided to all areas of the Service Area upon receiving a 9-1-1 Call. In mutual aid
situations not subject to the terms of Section 3.4, the Hospital’s response time shall
be that of the responding mutual aid agency. However, the Hospital’s response
time when it dispatches a third ambulance per Section 3.9 below and also requests
Mutual Aid or assistance from a Municipality or both, shall be determined by
calculating the time it takes for the Hospital ambulance to arrive on the scene; the
Response Time shall meet the applicable standard of Section 3.4.

The Hospital shall provide payment to a Municipality that provides ambulance
driving assistance from the scene back to the Hospital at the rate of one hundred
dollars ($100.00) for the first hour or portion of an hour, prorated to the nearest
quarter hour at the same rate for any time after the first hour. Payment time begins
when the Municipality is dispatched to the scene, and ends upon the Municipality’s
personnel return to the Municipality’s fire station or other agreed upon location.
The Hospital’s insurance does and shall include coverage for the ambulance driving
assistance provided by the Municipalities. If available, the Municipalities will
provide ambulance driving assistance to the Hospital when requested pursuant to
this paragraph and the Memorandum of Understanding attached as Exhibit A.

Section 3.11 (Education and Performance Improvement Program) is
amended, as follows:

The Hospital shall assist area first responder agencies in completing their required
State of Michigan, Department of Health and Human Services, and Emergency
Medical Services continuing education requirements.

The Hospital’s state licensed EMS Instructor Coordinator will maintain a biannual
schedule for the presentation of two (2) eight (8) hour “blitz” continuing education
sessions focusing on required practical continuing education credits. One session
will be presented between March 1 and April 30" and the second between October
1%t and November 30™.

The annual schedule for the “blitz” continuing education sessions will be
distributed to the fire departments serving the Municipalities via e-mail by January
1%t of each year. The Hospital will provide the instructors, materials, and equipment
for the sessions. The responsibility for assuring that first responder personnel are
trained and maintaining their training as required by the State of Michigan remains
with the Municipalities.
